The Mulloon Creek & NSF 17 Feb 2010

The following general observations and pictures are provided for people interested in the creek’s response to the recent heavy rainfall.

Rain: >100mm

Duration: 2 days

Lake Fiona

Not strictly part of the NSF work, but it’s great to see this dam at its highest in a very long time.
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Wetland

The wetland that has been restored is finally full with water again and the noise from the frogs is overwhelming.
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Chain of ponds to Peter’s pond

This chain of ponds (used to be a channel) is full of still water (and frogs). Water did wash over the driveway to Peter’s pond and cause some slight damage, but along the chain of ponds there is no flattened grass or disturbed soil.
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Peter’s Weir

We came to this place when the water reading was 1.9m. There was no sign of the weir. When this photo was taken, the creek had dropped to 1.25m and the weir is undisturbed.
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Peter’s Pond

It seemed from the grass and water in the wombat holes that the creek had broken its banks overnight, but there was no destruction.
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Weather Station crossing
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Willows crossing

The ponds and runnels in this area are full & overflowing. The water is flowing fast in the main channel and is still in the other places. The frogs are making a racket. It seemed from the debris that the water had covered the whole crossing during the evening but there was no damage. Debris had also formed some mini weirs in some places.
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Go back way back

The structures here filled toward the end of Sunday (the main rainfall) and seemed to perform exactly to design with the resultant body of water quite tranquil around Platypus corner and toward Triple ponds.
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Pokorney’s Pond

This structure seems to be working well to calm the water in the channel.
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Poplar’s crossing

The east side of the crossing has some damage to the sand and gravel bank on the east side of the runnel. The rest of the crossing appears sound.
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
